Instructional Staff

The Larry Lee Baseball Camp has been fortunate to attract outstand-
ing coaches and teachers of the game of baseball to work with the play-
ers attending. The baseball staff of Cal Poly is also available during the
camp to concentrate on their areas of expertise.

Larry Lee — Head Coach

Larry Lee is in his eighth season at Cal Poly after serving as head
baseball coach at Cuesta College for 16 seasons.

In his previous six seasons with the Mustangs, Lee has posted a 223-
175-2 record and produced 14 first-team All-Big West players and three
All-Americans. A total of 35 Cal Poly players coached by Lee have signed
professional baseball contracts, including 28 in the last five years. From
2004-09, a total of 15 Mustangs have been drafted in the first 10 rounds.

Lee’s overall record at Cuesta was 460-241-3, including four trips to
the California Community College State Final Four. The Cougars reached
the state Final Four in 1992, 1997, 2001 and 2002 and qualified for the
Southern California Regionals 11 times. Under Lee’s leadership, Cuesta
claimed nine Western State Conference titles and Lee was named
Western State Conference Coach of the Year eight times.

During Lee’s tenure at Cuesta from 1987-2002, he produced 26 All-
State players, three Southern California Players of the Year and numerous
professionals.

Jesse Zepeda — Assistant Coach
Jesse Zepeda, who played baseball for Larry Lee at Cuesta College,
joined the Cal Poly coaching staff seven years ago as a fulltime assistant

coach and is primarily responsible for the infielders and hitting.

A 1992 Righetti High School graduate, Zepeda went on to play base-
ball at Fresno State (1993), Cuesta College (1994) and the University of
Oklahoma (1995-96) as a shortstop. Zepeda, a sociology major at
Oklahoma, was a second-team preseason All- American in 1995 and
played for Oklahoma in the 1995 College World Series.

Zepeda was drafted in the 23rd round and signed with the Detroit
Tigers in 1996. He played four seasons (1996-99) in the minor leagues
and played in the Western Independent League in 2000.

Jason Kelly — Assistant Coach

Jason Kelly is in his fourth season as pitching coach at Cal Poly after
serving as pitching coach at Chico State in 2005 and 2006.

Kelly helped the Wildcats to appearances in the NCAA Division Il
College World Series both seasons. Chico State finished 42-16-1 in 2005
and was national runner-up last spring with a 46-21 record.

Kelly oversaw a staff that compiled a team ERA of 3.00 in 2005, the
sixth lowest in the nation, and 3.55 in 2006.

Kelly was an administrative assistant at Cal Poly in 2004. He was an
assistant coach at Cuesta College in 2003 and also has three years of
experience coaching collegiate summer clubs, including the San Luis
Obispo Blues in 2002 and 2003 and the Anchorage Glacier Pilots in 2004.

Kelly pitched collegiately at Cal Poly (1999), redshirted in 2000, played
one season at Cuesta College (2001) and wrapped up his career by lead-
ing Missouri Valley College to the regional title game in 2002.

Dustin Kelly — Assistant Coach

A 2002 St. Joseph High School graduate and two-year letterman at
Cuesta College, Dustin Kelly is in his third season at Cal Poly. He was the
Mustangs’ Director of Baseball Operations in 2008 and is a volunteer
assistant coach this season.

After two seasons at Cuesta College (2003-04), Kelly was drafted in
the 15th round and signed with the Boston Red Sox. He played for the
Low-A Greenville Drive and High-A Wilmington Blue Rocks in 2004 and
the Double-A Portland Sea Dogs in 2005 and 2006. Kelly also played in
the 2005 Hall of Fame exhibition game against the Detroit Tigers in
Cooperstown and played for the San Luis Obispo Blues in 2002 and 2003.

Kelly hit .315 as a freshman and .403 as a sophomore at Cuesta, lead-
ing the Cougars to back-to-back Western State Conference titles.

DIRECTIONS TO:

Sinsheimer Baseball Stadium (from Lompoc/Santa Maria/Five Cities)

From Highway 101 North, exit at Madonna Road. Turn right on Madonna Road, then left on Higuera Street, right on South Street, right
on Broad Street, left on Orcutt Road, left on Laurel Lane, left on Southwood Drive and into the Sinsheimer Park parking lot. The baseball
stadium is on the left.

Sinsheimer Baseball Stadium (from Paso Robles/Atascadero)

From Highway 101 South, exit at California Blvd. Turn left on California Blvd., right on San Luis Drive (San Luis Obispo High School), left
on Johnson Avenue, right on Laurel Lane, right on Southwood Drive and into the Sinsheimer Park parking lot. The baseball stadium is on
the left.

Pismo Beach Sports Complex

From Highway 101 South, exit at Hinds Street and turn right. At the signal, turn left on Price Street, then right on Ocean View (just before
the entrance to 101), left on Pacific Coast Highway, left on Frady (immediately after trailer park community; about 300 yards past the 7-
Eleven) and continue on Frady under the freeway to the complex.

From Highway 101 North, exit at Price Street and, after going under the freeway, make a left on Ocean View (just before the entrance to
101), left on Pacific Coast Highway, left on Frady (immediately after trailer park community; about 300 yards past the 7-Eleven) and contin-
ue on Frady under the freeway to the complex.

From San Luis Obispo, take Broad Street (Highway 227) south and turn right on Price Canyon Road toward Pismo Beach (just past Old
Edna). At the first signal in Pismo Beach, turn left on Price Street, then right on Ocean View (just before the entrance to 101), left on Pacific
Coast Highway, left on Frady (immediately after trailer park community; about 300 yards past the 7-Eleven) and continue on Frady under
the freeway to the complex.
